The purpose of the family is primarily to raise godly children 

for the growth of the Church and Christõs Kingdom and the 

positive impact of culture. The fruit of strong familiesñthe 

first line in disciple makingñinures to the overall benefit of 

every other institution. It is a serious error when the State 

interferes with the parentsõ raising of their children in a biblical 

manner. For example, Scripture teaches that parents are to 

discipline their children in order to curb their sin nature at a 

young age. If government curtails that right, then government 

will inherit citizens that lack discipline, necessarily creating a 

police state in the next generation. 

 

Godõs primary purpose for His Church is to make disciples 

(Matthew 28:18-20). He achieves this by giving evangelists and 

pastor-teachers to this institution (Ephesians 4:11-12; Romans 

10:15). In 1 Timothy 3:15 Paul states a unique characteristic of 

the Church when he says, òbut in case I am delayed, I write so 

that you will know how one ought to conduct himself in the 

household of God, which is the church of the living God, the 

pillar and support of the truth.ó The church is the support 

hedraioma of truth. The word means òunder girder, foundation, 
or bulwark.ó Accordingly, all other institutions ordained by 

God in the Church Age are dependent on the health of the 

Church to make disciples who become the illuminators and 

preservers (Matthew 5:13-14) of all the others. Granted, the 

Churchõs primary focus is on building another Kingdom, 

Christõs Kingdom which is ònot of this worldó (John 18:36), 

but tangentially it produces (or should at least) men and
